RIVER RAT BASH
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June 4&5 - bring your tribe!

Hosted by Melissa Wright from K-97, Classic Rock, in Grande Cache during HIGH WATER, The River Rat Bash is a
weekend of rafting, kayaking & mayhem for those who like a little paddling. Plus camping, steak BBQ, live enter-
tainment, awards and prizes. You'll even get the t-shirt. This year’s event will include camping, rafting, paintball, a
steak BBQ, a hypnotist show, and local musicians. We have expanded the event to include a paddling festival with
workshops and trips. The event is sponsored by K-97 Radio, Travel Alberta, the Alberta Whitewater Association,
the Town of Grande Cache and Wild Blue Yonder Adventure Tours Ltd.

Melissa Wright has enthusiastically hosted the Rat Bash for 3 years, and attended the event’s predecessor, The
KRock Bush Party. The 2011 event has been scheduled for 3 weeks later to occur during high water season,
promising maximum thrills! With the addition of the paddling festival and increased capacity, we anticipate attract-
ing over 250 people to a sold-out event.

SHEEP CREEK RAT

Rafting: Raft Sheep Creek with Wild Blue Yonder! Sheep Creek is a serious, advanced white water river! This is
not a trip to be taken lightly... especially at higher water levels. Sheep Creek drops at a rate of 85 ft. per mile,
and is extremely tight and technical. The river is strewn with large boulders, several undercuts, and large holes.
Add those obstacles to a big gradient, and the result is a top-notch advanced run. The white water is almost
continuous, and there is very little room for error! The guides are good, but you need to be too - everyone must
paddle HARD as the guide calls out commands, and be prepared for about an hour of vigorous paddling. The trip
immediately launches into class 4 rapids, which means no warm-up or learning time! Guests MUST have paddled
a class 3 river before. Trips leave at 8:00am on Saturday June 4 and 9:00am on Sunday June 5. See next page
for details.

Steak BBQ & Show: A delicious steak dinner will be provided for all Rat Bash and Paddle Fest participants on
Saturday at 7:30pm. Beer tickets will be available for purchase. Following the dinner, enjoy an evening of live en-
tertainment. The evening events will take place at the Fireman’s Park BBQ Area, transportation will be provided
from the campground.

Camping: The Grande Cache Municipal Campground is located adjacent to the town of Grande Cache and the
Golf Course (see map next page). This is an excellent RV campground with tenting available. Nicely treed, open
sites. Full showers, laundry and washroom facilities. All Rat Bashers will be given a $20 coupon, valid only on
Saturday June 4, only one coupon per site.

Rafting Trip Information:

Meet at the Wild Blue Yonder booking counter located by the Grande Cache Tourism and Interpretive Centre
(see map below) at your trip time. We provide transportation to and from the river. Have a snack before you
come! At the counter you will finish your trip payment and fill out the waiver and medical form. Use the Tourism
Centre bathrooms before getting on the bus. We drive you to the Gear House and size you into rafting gear.
Wear a swimsuit under your clothes, and shoes that can get wet: you will be provided with a thermal wetsuit.
Leave your dry clothes in the change rooms. All required gear suited to the trip is included. What you need to
bring is listed below. Once everyone is ready, it is about a 45-minute drive to the parking area. The last 10km
is on rugged gravel mine roads, and there can be unavoidable delays from mine traffic and conditions. Once at
the put-in, it's a steep 10-minute hike to the river. Guides will do a safety talk once they have readied the boats,
and we launch! Once we reach the end of the trip and have packed everything up, it is a 20-minute drive back
to town.

WHAT TO BRING: WHAT WE PROVIDE:

Mandatory: - Thermal full-body (sleeveless) wetsuits

- Swimsuit or extra set of underclothes. - Neoprene socks to keep your feet warm
- Shoes that can get wet & will stay on your feet - Wind/water resistant splash jackets
and have grip on the bottom. Old runners or - High impact ProTech whitewater helmets
sport-style sandals work the best. No thongs! - Wetsuit jacket on cold days

- Dry shoes for after - Mitts on cold days

Optional: - Splash pants on very cold days

- Towel to dry off - White Water Rafting approved PFD’s

- Sun glasses, sunscreen - Transportation to & from the river

- Extra medication if necessary

- Waterproof cameras available at the counter

Deposit & Cancellation Policies: This trip requires a full payment to book. Cancellation or no shows will not
receive a refund or credit. Trips go as scheduled, rain or shine. Trips may be substituted in case of very high or
low water. Substituted or re-scheduled trips can be declined and a CREDIT will be issued. Credits are transfer-
able, valid for 2 years, but ONLY for future trips.
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
